Innovative Resettable `Break-glass’….. 
 

….with the look and feel of a real Break-glass, but without the trouble of replacement after activation.... 

1)  Manual Call Point in its normal condition. 
 
2)  Position your finger onto the centre of the Break-glass’. 
 

Position Finger  
onto `Break-glass’ 

3)  To activate, press the `Break-glass’ and it will snap backwards. 
 
4)  Yellow marking will be shown at the top to indicate activation. 
 
5)  The Alarm Contact Signal shall be activated.  
 
 
 
 
 

 

Press Hard to Activate. 
 

The Yellow Marking  
will be shown once the 
Call Point is activated. 
   

8)  Press and slid back the casing to its original position. 
 
9)  Once the casing is snapped back, the Manual Call Point is  
      properly `Reset’ to its normal condition. 

6)  To reset, insert the special Key at the bottom reset 
keyhole of the Manual Call Point. 

 
7)  Slid down the casing of the Manual Call Point downwards  
     to reset the position of the `Break-glass’. 
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
